Walk/Trot/Jog Benefit class for Pancreatic Cancer 

 We were not hard 
pressed as to where to donate 
the proceeds of this years benefit 
class.  The entire Nation has had 
an awakening to Pancreatic 
Cancer.  But did you know? 
¶ The vast majority of indi-

viduals diagnosed with pan-
creatic cancer die within 
three to six months.  

¶ This deadliest malignancy is 
the fourth -leading cause of 
cancer death in this country.  

¶ In the United States this year, 
31,800 will die from this dis-
ease; 850 in Massachusetts 
alone.  

 We have witnessed tre-
mendous advances in some of 
the other leading cancer mortali-
ties in the past 30 years. Breast 
cancer, for example, which had 

a five-year survival rate of 75 
percent in 1974, is currently 
just under 87 percent! 
 Two things distinguish 
cancer of the pancreas from 
the other leading cancer kill-
ers. First is the general lack of 
awareness about the disease, 
and the second is lack of ade-
quate research funding. NCI, 
part of the federal National 
Institutes of Health, is the 
leading provider of funding 
for cancer research in the 
country. The five leading can-
cers received at least $1.4 bil-
lion in support, while Pancre-
atic cancer received only 
$166.9 million.   
 Every day 1,500 people 
die of cancer in the United 
States. Cancer recently over-

took heart disease as the lead-
ing cause of death of those un-
der 85 in the United States.  
 The AHCC will step up 
once again for a worthy cause!  
 The Pancreatic Cancer 
Alliance is a local organization 
in Central Massachusetts.  All 
proceeds from AHCCõs Walk/
Trot/Jog All Seats All Ridersõ 
Class, as well as profits from 
the sales of tee shirts, and our 
custom made floral neck 
sashes will be donated to the 
Pancreatic Research Fund at 
the University of Massachu-
setts Medical School in 
Worcester, to be used solely to 
support research into Pancre-
atic Cancer.
